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BEACH SPECIMEN HUNT

Monday 5th September – Friday 9th September 2022
· Check in venue BSAC, De La Warr Parade, Bexhill, Anglers Den, 6, North Road, Pevensey Bay or Hastings Angling Centre, 33, The Bourne, Hastings.
·  Starting time – 9am Monday 5th September 2022.
· End time – 5pm on Friday 9th September 2022.
· All anglers competing should book in and prepay prior to entry. Anglers should sign out from BSAC, Anglers Den or Hastings Angling Centre before fishing and can then fish any time during the competition, between Rye Harbour and Normans Bay and including Hastings.

· All fish qualifying photographs (see below) should be recorded at Anglers Den, Hastings Angling Centre either in the morning between 8am and 10am or in the afternoon between 4pm and 6pm. Alternatively, qualifying photographs can be sent to Steve Hanks (BSAC Chairman) on 07973 425216 or Barry Bertin (BSAC President & Treasurer) on 07917 863175.
· Prize giving will follow the last weigh in on Friday 9th September at the BSAC Clubhouse, De La Warr Parade, Bexhill on Sea, TN40 1AY as soon as possible after 6pm.
· The competition will be fished on a photo recorded, catch and release species hunt (although competitors may retain their catch if it meets the legal requirements). The angler with the longest fish will be the winner for that species. There is no minimum qualifying length provided that all fish below legal retained size limits are returned to the sea alive.

· A match card will be issued at registration; the image of each photographed fish should be clear and must contain the match card within the photograph. 

· Cameras may not be shared. 

· To qualify the fish must be photographed beside the match card and with the nose of the fish accurately aligned with the zero mark and the tail closed and straight over the measure. (Rays to be measured wing tip to wing tip). Badly aligned fish will be disqualified. Qualifying fish must be measured on flat ground, ensuring that the measuring tape is not stretched along bent fish with the tape numbers clearly visible.

· Measures and tapes used must be available for inspection.

· Prizes will be awarded based on the length of the fish only.

All anglers are permitted to use two rods with a maximum of three hooks. A lure will count as one, but only one lure per rod

There will be ten sections as follows: -
Bass (must be returned alive).
Cod
Dab
Eel (must be returned alive).
Garfish
Plaice/ Flounder

Smooth-hound / Dogfish
Sole
Whiting/Pout
Any other species excluding “Mini Species”.
